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John 18:12-14 (NIV) - Then the detachment of soldiers with its
commander and the Jewish officials arrested Jesus. They bound
him and brought him first to Annas, who was the father-in-law of
Caiaphas, the high priest that year. Caiaphas was the one who had
advised the Jewish leaders that it would be good if one man died
for the people.

The execution of Jesus Christ was the most
inhumane and unjust trial in all human history.

The sentence of execution was predetermined;
it was the crime that the Jews and Romans had determined.

Judas, the mole, weaponized a kiss to betray Jesus.

In span of 24 hours, Jesus would face six trials
conducted by the Jews and Romans.

Jesus represented a threat to the Jewish religious life: the
Law, sacrificial system, the temple and kosher food practices.

Jesus represented a threat to the
Roman economic and judicial life.

An arrest for a capital crime must happen in daylight.

An arrest for a capital crime may not be
based on comments from followers.

Trials may not be held at night.

Members of the Sanhedrin may not
render a verdict immediately.

The Sanhedrin must vote, one at time,
starting with the youngest.

No single follower had the nerve to speak out against injustice.

No single witness rose to Jesus’ defense.
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
