Several days later Felix came with
his wife Drusilla, who was Jewish. He sent for Paul and listened to him
as he spoke about faith in Christ Jesus.

When | find it
convenient, | will send for you.” At the same time he was hoping that

Paul would offer him a bribe, so he sent for him frequently and talked

Felix was the only person in Roman history
to go from being a slave to a governor.

Drusilla was the Jewish great-granddaughter of Herod the Great,
who gave orders to have all of the baby boys,
two years and under, murdered at the birth of Jesus.
Paul gave his testimony in front of Felix and Drusilla.

Isaiah 64:6a (NLT) - We are all infected and impure with sin. When
we display our righteous deeds, they are nothing but filthy rags.

Growth in Christ takes off when we practice delayed gratification.

Felix became afraid when he
heard about God’s judgment to come.

Matthew 25:46 (NIV) - Then they will go away to eternal punishment,
but the righteous to eternal life.
